· What is the main goal of the alternative technology?

· How could it impact the world? (i.e. $ savings, CO2 reductions, etc.)

· How could it impact the environment?

· How can it be mass produced, delivered or used?

· Are there any political or economic barriers to cross?

· What are the advantages (3 each) and disadvantages (3 each) of the alternative? 

Poster must have . . .

· Name(s) must be written on the back of the poster

· Between 4-6 pictures of fair quality.  Make sure the source is documented.

· Typewritten information in no less than 12-point and no more than 14-point font
